The Committee has been working 
hard to find a suitable new home for 
nearly 2 years.  In a perfect world, 
we would remain near the City's 
main tourist attractions, Old Sacra-
mento, the Railroad Museum, the 

Capital, the Crocker Art Museum etc.  
Given the City of Sacramento's 
budget situation, we think that it is 
unrealistic to think that they will ac-
quire and give us (or long term lease 
to us at a bargain price) an new home 
so we have changed our focus to 
staying in the existing building with 
significant upgrades.  A prominent 
Sacramento Architectural firm, 
Mogavero, Notestine Associates, 
through our former Board Member 
Jay Hyde, has kindly donated their 
services and provided us some im-
pressive conceptual drawings that we 
are using to demonstrate to the City 
that we are worthy of their invest-
ment. 
 
We are lucky that the tough times in 
the residential housing market have a 
silver lining in that we have some 
time before we will be displaced by 
the Docks Project.  That is fortunate 
because we believe that nothing tan-
gible can happen until the Mayors 
race is settled this November.  In the 
meantime, we are meeting with City

Mopar on the floor.  It is a perfectly 
restored and rare 1937 Chrysler Im-
perial Business Coupe.   
The car was acquired locally in the 
1950’s to pay off a debt. It was used 
as a ranch car and shuttled baskets of 
turkey eggs back and forth on the 

ranch. One day the hand brake was 
not set and it rolled down a hill and 
sideswiped a piece of farm equip-
ment damaging the passenger side 
fenders. It was driven to the barn and 
it sat there for over 40 years. The old 
Mopar was pulled out of the barn in 
2003 and given a full body off resto-
ration. The 1937 and 1938 Chryslers 
with their straight 8 engines, were 
made to compete against makes like 
Packard and Cadillac

unique to the model. Painted 
the original Burnt Orange Me-
tallic with Burnt Orange bench 
seat interior, it is dead-on 
OEM except for replacing the 
Satellite flat hood with a Road 
Runner air grabber hood and 
putting on 15x7” Magnum 
wheels and radial tires. The 
restored B-body’s first show-
ing was at the 2008 Spring 
Fling in Van Nuys so the CCM 
show had to be one of the few 

shows it has been to so far.
