SEMA Instrumental in Delivering 
Pro-Hobbyist EPA Autobody Paint 
Rule  
New Regulation Protects Hobbyists and 
the Environment 
 
After incorporating several recommenda-
tions from SEMA, including an exemp-

 

tion for hobbyists who paint their own 
vehicles, the Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) released a final rule to 
regulate paint-stripping, surface-coating 
and autobody-refinishing operations. The 
new regulation targets hazardous air pol-
lutants (HAPs) that the agency believes 
may cause cancer or other health disor-
ders. 
 
“As this proposal was deliberated over 
the last two years, there was significant 
concerns that the regulation would have a 
drastic impact on the ability of individual 
hobbyists to purchase and use these types 
of paint,” said SAN Director Jason Tolle-
son. “Through discussions with the EPA, 
SEMA was able to convince regulators 
that a rule could be produced that would 
develop ‘best practices’ for business op-
erations while exempting hobbyists who 
infrequently paint their personal vehi-
cles.” 
 
As a result, the regulation does not apply 
to paint stripping and surface coating per-
formed by individuals as part of a hobby 
or for maintenance of their personal vehi-
cles—so long as those activities do not 
exceed two motor vehicles (or the equiva-
lent in pieces) per year. Additionally, the 
rule does not apply to painting done with 
an airbrush or hand-held, non-refillable 
aerosol cans. 
 
The EPA rule establishes best practices 
(spray booth, spray gun cleaning, etc.) for 
minimizing HAP emissions during com-
mercial surface-coating operations. All 
shops are effectively required to have a 
filtered spray booth or prep station and 
use high-volume low-pressure (HVLP) or 
equivalent spray equipment. Spray guns

are required to be cleaned manually 
or with an enclosed spray-gun 
washer. The EPA believes many 
shops have already implemented 
these best practices. 
 
Under the new rule, owners and op-
erators are required to provide train-
ing for their painters on how to 
properly spray surface coatings and 
clean equipment. The EPA has es-
tablished minimum criteria required 
for in-house training, and painters 
would be required to complete re-
fresher training and be re-certified 
every five years. 
 
Existing operations have up to three 
years to purchase equipment and 
complete the initial training of em-
ployees. As recommended by 

(Continued from page 1) SEMA, the EPA will rely on self-
certification for training programs.  
Nevertheless, companies subject to 
the rule must send the EPA a one-
time notification form stating that 
they are in compliance with the rule 
or will be within the allotted three 
years. Companies will have two 
years to submit the notification 
form, which will contain contact 
information and a brief description 
of the operation: number of spray 
booths, average number of em-
ployed painters, etc. Companies 
will be required to maintain in-
house records verifying painter 
training/certification, filter replace-
ment, a plan to control paint-
stripping chemicals, etc. 
 
 
 

Towe Auto Museum Update 
The Museum’s lease expired in Feb-
ruary and they are now on a month-
to-month rental status in the current 
building. 
 
They are currently meeting with the 
City of Sacramento’s staff and 
elected officials on a regular basis.  
The Museum is executing a strategy 
they think will solicit a response by 
March.  If the plan with the City of 
Sacramento doesn’t work for some 
reason, they have other options under 
consideration such as McClellan, 
West Sacramento, Elk Grove and 
Rancho Cordova. 
The City’s budget woes are a bit dis-
heartening, but the Museum is opti-
mistic about a plan that they believe 
will still work despite the shortage of 
funds.   

Towe Auto Museum Car Sales 
Car donation sales have always been 
a significant revenue source for the 
Museum, and 2007 was no exception, 
with sales from donated vehicles to-
taling $77,138.  In an effort to maxi-
mize this opportunity, the Museum 
began selling classic cars on eBay 
which has proved very successful and

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was expanded to include selling cars 
on consignment for some of our 
members and supporters.  Addi-
tional revenue from the sale of con-
signment cars in 2007 totaled nearly 
$40,000, generated from a $250 
consignment fee and commission of 
10% of the selling price. The actual 
sales volume of consignment cars in 
2007 was approximately $325,000.  
We believe this to be a valuable ser-
vice to our constituency as well as a 
growing source of income for the 
Museum. 
In an effort to relieve our over-
crowded floor and promote continu-
ing change, seven exhibit cars were 
sold in 2007 for a total of $35,850,

440 Six Pack GTX Wagon 
from www.seriouswheels.com 
Rumor has it that in 1968, a long time 
Mopar enthusiast named Herb pur-
chased a new Plymouth Satellite sta-
tion wagon. Living in suburban Chi-
cago with his wife and five children, 
a wagon was the vehicle of necessity, 
rather than choice. But Herb had 
never lost his enthusiasm for the red 
hot performance cars he owned in his 
youth, and he continued to lust for a 
vehicle with the kind of power that he 
had once 
enjoyed. 
 
In 1969, with the release of the Road 
Runner 440 Six Pack, Herb could 
stand it no longer. According to the

In doing so, we have made only the 
most subtle visual changes, creating 
a vehicle that is loaded with 
“treats.” While the uninitiated may 
overlook some of these nuances, 
true aficionados will find this 
“phantom” GTX wagon teeming 
numerous detail improvements that 
mark this as a vehicle that is not 
only true to the era from which it 
came, but one that incorporates 
many of the latest improvements, 
making it as contemporary and rele-
vant today as when it 
was first built. 
 
A prime example of this philosophy 
is the paint. While the color is remi-
niscent of the original “B-5 Blue,” 
the brilliant “B-5 Super Blue” Sher-
win-Williams Automotive Finishes 
Planet Colors hue is a modern inter-
pretation of the original that takes 
advantage of the latest in paint  
technology.  

The subtle enhancements continue 
with the choice of the period correct 
Six Pack Lift Off Hood that signi-
fies the potent Mopar mill that lurks 
just beneath it. Other items to look 
for are the classic GTX dual side 
accent stripes and emblems. Hurst 
style chrome wheels by Oasis and 
Pirelli PZero tires work in concert 
with the lowered suspension, creat-
ing the kind of aggressive appear-
ance that makes this such an inter- 
esting vehicle. 
 
The interior mirrors the theme of 
that runs throughout the Plymouth. 
One of the highlights are the au-
thentic 1968 GTX bucket seats that 

have been covered with magnificent 
Katzkin hand sewn white leather, with 
stitching that remains true to the origi-
nal pattern, flanking a stock console 
that frames a Hurst Competition Plus 
Shifter. Contrasting with the white 
leather, B-5 Super Blue covers_all of 
the interior surfaces, resulting in a 
harmony of classic inspired textures 
and colors. Auto Custom Carpets pro-
vided the original style loop carpeting 
in blue, adding continuity to the 
theme. Adding interest and detail to 
the interior, a complete GTX 
dashboard and instrument panel re-
places the mundane stock 
dash and cluster.  
 
The GTX 440 Six Pack Wagon accel-
erates us back to a time when life may 
have been less complicated, but was 
more fun and in some ways, far more 
exciting than today. We cruised the 
drive-in, stopping to load up on ham-
burgers and fries, in a time when we 
could work off the calories with our 
sheer exuberance.  
 
True to its name, the Plymouth sports 
a full on 440 Six Pack engine, with a 
trio of Holley carbs perched on an 
Edelbrock aluminum intake manifold. 
Backing up the engine is a bullet 
proof Hays Clutch that transmits the 
power to a genuine A833 4 Speed 
manual transmission armed with a 
Hurst Competition Plus Shifter.  
 
The stance of the GTX 440 Six Pack 
Wagon makes no bones about its pur-
pose. Sitting slightly lower than stock, 
it still stands tall and imposing com-
pared to today’s low slung cars. Pe-
riod perfect Hurst style wheels com-
plement the vintage appearance of the 
wagon, complemented by Pirelli 
PZero ultra high performance radial 
tires. Enhancing handling are Hotch-
kis Performance sway bars, heavy 
duty 440 torsion bars and a com-
pletely refreshed suspension system, 
both front and rear that features Eaton

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story, Herb called Mr. Norm’s Grand 
Spaulding Dodge, the Mecca for ulti-
mate performance Mopars and asked 
if there was any way that his nearly 
new Plymouth could be enhanced 
with the same 440 Six Pack that 
made the just released A12 Road 
Runner and Superbee such street and 
strip terrors. Herb was assured that 
his B-Body wagon was a fraternal 
twin to the Road Runner and could 
be fitted with the full complement of 
parts. In fact, the swap was nothing 
more than a bolt in and all of the 
parts for the conversion, including 
the 440 engine, were in stock. With-
out hesitation, Herb brought the 
wagon to Mr. Norm’s and a week 
later took delivery of his Plymouth 
wagon, one that was quite unlike any 
other.  
 
After a driving his Six Pack Wagon 
for about a year, Herb’s brother in 
law from California flew in for a 
visit. Herb took him for a ride in the 
wild wagon, and his brother in law 
fell in love with it. Long story short, 
he made Herb an offer he couldn’t 
refuse and the wagon headed west on 
Route 66 to Southern California. 
Once there, the car was further en-
hanced with a factory Six Pack lift 
off hood, something that was not 
practical in Chicago, converted to a 
four speed and the interior was up-
graded with buckets and a console 
from a GTX. 
 
Fast forward to today. The Plymouth 
wagon has been found sitting in a 
back yard in California, where it has 
been for nearly a decade. While 
some of the go fast goodies are miss-
ing and the car is somewhat ne-
glected, it’s rust free, completely 
intact, and ready to be restored to its 
former greatness.  
 
Classic design is one of the hall-
marks of the late 1960’s Plymouth, 
and the GTX 440 Six Pack Wagon 
has been carefully restored to main-
tain its timeless original appearance.
