nomics that kept me from owning a 
Charger back then led me down the 
path I’m still on. 

 I didn’t paint my Dart to 
match the General Lee, but I did like 
to drive like Bo Duke.  I was a sub-
urban kid in a tract house, but I took 
that Dart off road as often as I could.  
After work one night, I went trail 
bashing after a week of rain.  Street 
tires and an open diff didn’t help.  I 
finally got unstuck after a couple of 
hours.  I wish I could say that I only 
did that once.  All the talk over the 
last few years about this event called 
“drifting’ makes me laugh.  We 
called it “getting sideways”.  3 years 
ago I bought a 67 Dart GT minus 
273/904.  It now has a reigned 360 
with a Mopar cam and 308 heads.  I 
painted it Petty Blue.  It took about a 
week for me to admit to myself that 
I hated the color, but the car was still 

a kick in the pants off road.  I 
beefed the suspension with HD tor-
sion bars, leaf springs, sway bars 
and KYB shocks.  It has a 3.55 with 
sure grip and will drift sideways 
and stay there until it runs out of 
gas.  I think the reason this car is so 
fun is because I’m not afraid to 
scratch it.  I don’t purposely ram 
into things with it, but if I bend a 
control arm or rip the oil pan, so 
what?  I painted it black last year to 
cover the blue, but this car will 
never be in a car show unless there 
is a class for “under destruction”.
