GRANDPA’S CAR

Several years ago I participated in the 
Guide Dog fundraiser car show at Aero-
jet.  While Larry Householder and I were 
walking around looking at the classic 
cars, I saw a 1948 Chrysler Windsor 
Coupe parked among the rows of cars.  I 
examined the car a little closer, and then 
told Larry that this was my Grandpa's car.  
Larry said, you mean he had one like it?  
No I said, this is my Grandpa's car.  After 
speaking with the owner, I was able to 
confirm that this was in fact Grandpa's 
car. 
 
My Grandpa Emanuel Hartman, immi-
grated to the USA from Europe shortly 
after the turn of the century, and home-
steaded in North Dakota.  Like many 
other immigrants, he and Grandma ful-
filled the American Dream on that small 
farm.  By 1948 he and Grandma had re-
tired and left the farm to spend their final 
years in the city.   
 
In 1948, Grandpa bought a brand new 
dark green Chrysler Windsor Coupe.  It 
was powered by the venerable flat head 
six cylinder engine, fluid drive transmis-
sion and had optional radio and heater.  
As a child, I can remember seeing a cloud 
of dust chasing the Chrysler down the 
road as Grandpa arrived at our farm for a 
visit.  In later years, Grandpa would occa-
sionally pick me up at high school to give 
me a ride home.  It seemed like the only 

 

speed the Chrysler knew was 70 to 80 
miles per hour on the narrow two lane 
paved roads.  Grandpa was so proud of 
and so enjoyed driving that car.  
 
After Grandpa passed away, the car was 
handed down to my uncles and cousins, 
and finally purchased by my brother, in 
Billings Montana.  He did a complete and 
detailed restoration on the now dented 
and abused Chrysler.  Because of my 
brother's hard work, and attention to de-
tail, the car was once again like new in 
appearance and performance.  Grandpa 
would have approved.   
 
After about ten years of owning the 
Chrysler, my brother sold the car at auc-
tion to a collector from Sacramento.  He 
told me that Grandpa's Chrysler had 
moved to a new home in Sacramento.  
The car was later sold to Joe Ciotti, the 
current owner.  I hadn't seen the car since 
my brother owned it. 

After finding Grandpa's Chrysler again, I 
phoned my brother in Montana and told 
him.  That was when he told me of the 
last time Grandpa saw his beloved Chrys-
ler.  Grandpa was in the Hospital in a 
small town in North Dakota, and in fact 
he was dying.  My brother stopped by the 
hospital and was joined there by one of

440 Source introduces afford-

able aluminum heads for  
Mopar big-block

The latest example of improved cyl-
inder-head technology for vintage 
engines comes from 440 Source, 
which has released its Stealth series 
aluminum cylinder heads for big-
block Chrysler engines. The new 
heads weigh under 30 pounds as-
sembled, and feature as-cast ports 
that are said to flow better than most 
ported factory castings, showing 
around 280-290 CFM on the intake 
side with plenty of material left for 
porting, which 440 Source says can 
potentially raise airflow to around 
330 cfm. Chambers are a closed de-

cast, and feature large quench areas. 
Big 2.14/1.81-inch valves are in-
cluded, and valvespring pockets are 
machined large enough for large-
diameter springs. The heads will 
accept stock rocker shafts and arms 
or aftermarket pieces, and all stock 
mounting lugs are present to ac-
commodate factory accessories.  
The castings even look similar to 

stock iron heads, so a little engine 
paint can provide camouflage for 
those who don’t like to advertise 
their advantages. Perhaps best of 
all, these heads are currently priced 
at just $899 per pair, assembled — 
that’s cheap even for small-block 
Chevy heads.

ago, when Chrysler was extended a

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Lockheed, a deal which ended up 
turning a profit. But then, as now, 
that wasn’t the goal — it was to pre-
vent a “devastating impact” on the 
Chrysler’s 117,000 employees, 4,700 
dealers and 19,000 suppliers. And it 
worked, as Chrysler developed inno-
vative and competitive products, 
such as the minivan and K-car, in the 
immediate aftermath of this period of 
turmoil, and by 1983 paid back the 
loan and showed $900 million in 
profit. 
 
Had the doubters, including Ronald 
Reagan, denied the loan, then Chrys-
ler would have entered bankruptcy. 
But history suggests that it was the 
right move then, and likely the right 
one today.
