RECORD-HOLDING 1960 
CHRYSLER 300-F TO BE  

OFFERED DURING RUSSO 
AND STEELE'S 10TH  

ANNIVERSARY SCOTTSDALE 
CELEBRATION 

In 1955, the first Chrysler 300  
(C-300) was unleashed with Exner's 
distinctive styling and the powerful 
33l-cid Hemi V8. The C-300 re-
ceived its name because of its ability 
to produce 300 horsepower, but the 
unique car also had a more firm sus-
pension, which made it lower and 
gave it the ability to comer far better 
than most cars. Due to its luxurious, 
leather interior and other appoint-
ments, the C-300 was a true 
"gentleman's fast car." 
The 300s were so fast they domi-
nated NASCAR in 1955 and 1956, 
winning the overall championship 
both years. In 1960, Chrysler created 
what has become one of the most 
valuable post-war collector cars, the 
300-F "Specials" with 400-hp en-
gines that rekindled the performance 
'aura of the first 300s. It is thought 
that nine or 10 of the 300-F 
"Specials" were made, and only four 
exist today. Two are the original 
Daytona Beach race cars, and two 
are cars built after Daytona. 
Chrysler's primary focus for the al-

tered 1960 300-F "Specials" was to 
construct a formidable automobile 
with one objective; To win at NAS-
CAR's Flying Mile events. The 
Chrysler 300-F "Special" shown 
here was equipped with a four-
speed French Pont-a-Mausson 
transmission and inter-nally altered 
cross rams to allow more top-end 
horsepower. The compression ratio 
was raised from 9.25; I to 10: I, and 
special low-back-pressure headers 
were cast. The rear axle was 
changed to 2.93 from 3.31 and Per-
fect Circle provided new low-
tension piston rings. A high-lift 
earn and solid lifters were also in-
stalled, and to make the total pack-
age complete, Goodyear provided 
special new, low-power-absorbing 
Blue Streak tires. 

The 300-F "Specials" took the first 
seven positions in the Daytona Flying 
Mile. Six of the seven, the seventh 
being an engineering prototype, shat-
tered the speed record of 139.549 
mph that was held by the 300-B of 
Warren Koechiling since 1956. In 
fact, NASCAR founder Bill France 
was the flag man on the beach that 
day. He sensed that something his-
toric was about to take place, and he 
was right. It was one of the most 
comprehen-sive wins by a single 
marque in the history of recorded 
motorsports. 
This particular 1960 300-F "Special"

Not only is this "Beautiful Brute" a 
significant piece of NASCAR and 
Daytona racing history, but it is the 
most historic Chrysler 300 and "fin 
car" to cross the auction block.
